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2010 TAX RATES MAILED

Tax Rates

o Unemployment Insurance (Ul) tax rates for 2010 were mailed
to North Dakota employers on December 4, 2009.

e Rates range from a minimum of 0.20% to a maximum of 10.00% for
experience rated employers.

* New employers in non-construction industries will receive a rate of
1.37%.

o New employers in construction industries will receive a rate of
10.00%.

Taxable Wage Base
e The 2010 taxable wage base is $24,700.
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You MAY BE ABLE To LOWER YOUR TAX RATE

e Log in to Ul EASY to calculate po-
tential payments and review the
value of making a voluntary contri-
bution.

o Qualifying employers may make
additional payments, known as
“voluntary contributions”, to de-
crease their assigned tax rate.

e The voluntary contribution process
is explained on your annual tax rate
notice. These payments will only
affect the current year’s tax rate if
made by April 30 of the tax year
(2010).

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@ EXEMPTION FOR CERTAIN CORPORATE OFFICERS/LIMITED

LIABILITY COMPANY MANAGERS

u Wages paid to corporate officers and many Limited Liability Com-
pany (LLC) managers are taxable for ND unemployment insurance pur-
poses. Certain officers/managers; those with an ownership interest of 25%
or more, may be exempted from coverage at the request of the corporation/
LLC and with the concurrence of the officer/manager. To make this request
the corporation/LLC must make application:

e During January of any year, or
e Within 60 days of formation of the corporation/LLC.

To make this application, submit form SFN 18411, available on our website.
Job Service North Dakota will notify you in writing of acceptance or denial
of your application.

Effective with the filing of reports for the first quarter of
2010, employers with more than 24 employees must file quarterly
Contribution and Wage reports electronically.

0 Ul EASY, Job Service North Dakota’s internet reporting tool, allows for
either manual entry or the importing of a file containing wage and
employee information from an employer’s payroll system.

* Information to register for Ul EASY may be obtained on our website at
jobsnd.com (click on the Ul EASY logo on the home page) or by
contacting JSND using the contact information in this newsletter.

0 Magnetic tape, diskette, CD, and secure FTP are methods requiring
wage and employee information to be submitted in a specific file format.
